REGULATIONS FUR HAGKNEY GABRIAGES IN THE CITY OF SALEM.
ADOPTED M31. 4, Ann rm 4,1909, 31! man or  ALDERMEN

ORDERED, That unrtil otherwise
ordered, the price of rates of fare  to
be taken by, or paid to, the owner,
driver, or other person having charge
of any licensed hackney carriage, ex-
cept om-nibuses and barges, shall be
as follows:

SECTION 1. For the conveyance
from one place ;to another within the
limits of that part of the city lying
and being within the following des-
cribed boundaries, viz: Commencing
at the-‘ junction of Essex and Webb
streets, ‘thence running southerly
through Welfib street to Salem har-
bor, thenct; westerly by said harbor
to  Union street bridge, thence

persons  to  any place not herein be-
fore specified, and for funerals spec-
ial reasonable rates may be charged.

SECT. 7. The charge for hackney
carriages drawn by two horses, when
hired by the hour, shall be not ex-
ceeding one dollar and fifty cents
per hour; and when drawn by one
horse one dollar per hour, and for
pants of hours after the first hour  a
proportional part of the rate for one
hour. When ,a carriage  is  to be used
for three or more consecutive hours
such charge, not exceeding one dol-
lar per hour for a two horse carri-
age and seventy-five cents per hour
for a one horse’ can-i&age‘may be
made, as may be agreed upon be-
tween the owner and the party hir-
ing «the same.  ‘

SECT. 8. For children  under  six
.0‘
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years of age, with an adult, no
charges will be made. For children
between six and -twelve years of age,

plaint be made in writing to the
Board of Aldermen, have his license

revoked, if, after due hearing, the

facts warrant‘: the same.
