Storytime Helpers: assist with setup and clean up, take attendance, greet
program attendees, support the librarian during storytime by singing and
modeling actions, hand out stickers or stamps at the end of the program
Kick Off Party and End of Summer Party: assist with setup and clean up,
take attendance, provide directions for program attendees, assist with
various activities and stations

Teen Volunteer Application
Summer 2026
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Requirements

Open to teens entering grades 6-12 (or at least 12 years of age),
Submit a completed summer volunteer application including a
volunteer waiver signed by a parent or guardian,
Commit to the schedule for the chosen volunteer opportunity. Some
opportunities are weekly commitments and others are not,
Attend a mandatory summer orientation session,
Complete a Criminal Offense Records Investigation (C.O.R.I.) check
as required by state law and be approved before the summer volunteer
work can begin,
All applications are due by: Friday, May 15, 2026
*All applicants will notified by May 22 of the library’s decision regarding its summer volunteers*

Nothing herein is intended to waive any rights a volunteer may have under any Massachusetts 

statute.
